



The Curley School Code of Discipline Plan, 2009-2010

Any behavior that is outrageous, overly disrespectful or dangerous, or not specifically stated in the discipline plan is subject to administrator review and assignment of consequences will result in an immediate office referral.

All rules apply while walking to and from school, waiting for school transportation, while riding public transportation and on MBTA property or waiting for or riding on public transportation to and from school.

After each offense- pride coordinator, administrator or conference facilitator will communicate actions taken and plan for follow –up.

	Inappropriate Behaviors
	Progressive Actions

	Level One:

1) Profanity 

2) Verbal insults or put downs

3) Disruption to instruction

4) Tardiness to class

5) Dress code violation

6) Use of electronic devices

7) Cheating/Plagiarism
	Staff members will…

First, provide an opportunity to “fix” the problem 

Second, issue a detention.

Third, call home to speak with parent/guardian.

Fourth, conference with student and family 

Fifth, treat continued misconduct as insubordination. 
Write a referral to an administrator, as behavior now represents a level two offense.




	Level Two:

1) Profanity towards staff or adult.

2) Bullying other students 

3) Inciting a fight

4) Horse-playing and rough-housing 

5) Inappropriate displays of affection

6) Leaving class without permission.

7) Forgery


	Staff will send any student committing a level two offense to the pride coordinator.

The pride coordinator will do the following after each level two offense…

1) Remove the student from the classroom/location where the offense occurred. 

2) Convene a conference with student(s) 

3) Call home to speak with parent/guardian.

The pride coordinator will do the following after the third level two offense

4) Convene restorative conference with student(s), parents, teachers, and other staff to discuss expectations for behavior, plan for improvement and restoration

After the fourth level two offense the misconduct will be treated as a level three offense.   




	Level Three:

1) Physical Fighting 

2) Threats Gang activity.

3) Pornography.

4) Harassment

5) Possession use of tobacco, alcohol, or illegal drugs

6) Vandalism/Graffiti

7) Theft

8) Fire Alarm
	Any student(s) committing a level three offense will be sent to the pride coordinator.

The pride coordinator will…

1) Contact an administrator.

2) Refer the student(s) to the Student Support Team.

The administrator will…

1) Call the student(s)’ parent/guardian and schedule a suspension hearing.

2) Suspend student(s) for 1-3 days.

3) Upon re-entry, convene restorative conference with student(s), and those affected by the behavior.  This may include parents, teachers, support staff, and other community members. This conference is to develop a re-entry plan to help the student “fix” the problem and address the needs of those harmed and those that did the harm.  

Depending upon severity of the incident or the continued engagement in any of these infractions, student(s) may be subjected to level four consequences.


	Level Four:

1) Possession of a weapon

2) Sexual Assault

3) Bomb Threat

4) Physically assaulting staff member

5) Selling of illegal drugs

6) Arson

7) Destruction of property over $______.


	Any students committing a level four offense will be sent to an administrator.

The administrator may…

1) Call the student(s)’ parent/guardian.

2) Long-term suspension.

3) Alternative placement or transfer to another school.

4) Convene an expulsion hearing.
